	The government has kept PSHE as a non-statuory subject, however the DFE, National Curriculum Framework 2014 states in section 2.5 “All schools should make provision for personal, social, health and economic education (PSHE), drawing on good practice”.

Teachers are about to teach new long term plan for PSHE based on the Dimensions new curriculum for the first time, as it was taught across the school by the curriculum leader last year. This needs to be evaluated this year.
Resilience was a key feature of our curriculum last year and this needs to stay a high priority, linked in with this year’s theme of ‘Growth’.
Children at Longton continue enjoy and benefit from the work they do in PSHE as employs drama, posters, agony aunt letters etc. That it ensures there social and emotional wellbeing is being nurtured and developed alongside the academic subjects and prepares them for the world today.
Continue with the direct approach to anti bullying week as this is what is needed.
